“CELL CATALOGUE” PROJECT 
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There are catalogs for just about anything you can think of.  Your task in this assignment is to create a catalog for a line of products that may not be on the market yet.  Your products will represent the organelles.  One of your first steps in this assignment then is to create a theme for your catalog and products.
If you are creating a catalog for the plant cell, your catalog should contain pages for each of these organelles: vacuole, nucleus, chromatin, nucleolus, rough endoplasmic reticulum, smooth endoplasmic reticulum, cell wall, cell membrane, golgi apparatus, chloroplast,  ribosomes, mitochondria, cytoplasm, and lysosomes.  There are 14 in all!

If you are creating a catalog for the animal cell, your catalog should contain pages for each of these organelles: mitochondria, centriole, ribosomes, lysosomes, golgi apparatus, smooth endoplasmic reticulum, rough endoplasmic reticulum, cell membrane, flagellum, nucleus, nucleolus, chromatin, cytoplasm, vacuoles.  There are 14 in all!

You must use at least four different sources for your information.  This does not include picture sources, only the written information.  Use textbooks, the internet, or other scientific sources to look up information on the organelles.  You will site your sources using a proper bibliography.  Go to www.easybib.com and choose MLA style (it should already be chosen for you).  Fill in the information in the boxes and easybib.com will format the bibliography for you.
You may place no more than 2 organelles on each page.  Your page must include a written or typed description of your organelle from your research and the picture/drawing of your organelle.    At a minimum, it should include a detailed description of the organelle structure, its function, a picture of the organelle, and how it works with at least one other organelle.  Each page should also include “why-to buy”, the price of the product, and a full-color diagram to illustrate your product.
You will need to design a cover for your catalog and a Table of Contents.  The Table of Contents will be the first page inside the cover of your catalog.  This should be created last and include the following information: organelle and corresponding page number, your name, and the period you have this class.

You will also need to complete a vocabulary page for any words that you did not know prior to this project; a minimum of 5 is required.  This will be placed next to the last page.  The last page will be your bibliography, see www.easybib.com for assistance.

Lastly, your catalog must be bound together.  Staples or three-hole punching alone will not suffice.  The binding needs to be reliable and durable, a clear three holed folder would be perfect.  Make sure the binding is neat and allows the pages to be turned easily.

This project will be due  11 October 2011.  Be sure to follow the rubric to ensure that you make an “A” on this project.  If you have any questions, feel free to ask.  Be creative and have fun!

Summarized Catalog Page Requirements (for each organelle)
Size - Your catalog page should fit on an 8 ½ x 11 sheet of paper.

Headline – a catchy title or headline that tells the customer why they need this organelle or structure for their designer cell.

“Why-to-buys” –phrases that explain why this particular organelle is needed.

Sketch of organelle or structure – A sketch with the main features of the cell.  Do not draw ribosomes as large as the nucleus, size should be in proper relation to the other organelles.
Sketch of cell – shows the location and approximate number of organelles or structures in a typical structure (i.e. a plant cell will not have more than one vacuole, nucleus is in the center of the cell).

Explanatory Paragraph - a brief paragraph that summarizes the structure and function of the organelle.  Any vocabulary word you have may be listed and defined in the next to last page of your project (you will need 5).
Price of organelle – your pricing per organelle should reflect the final cost of $29.95 for the cell.
